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What is a patellar luxation?

Luxating patella is a condition
in which the patella, or knee-
cap, dislocates or moves out
of its normal location. Patellar
luxation is a common condi-
tion in dogs, particularly small
and miniature breeds. The
condition usually becomes
evident between the ages of
4 to 6 months. It can occur in
cats as well, especially the
Domestic Shorthair.

Patellar luxation is less
common in cats than in dogs.
Predisposed breeds include
the Devon Rex and the
Abyssinian. Although the
specific cause of patellar
luxation is unknown in these
cases, it is generally agreed
that a defect in hind limb
conformation is the underly-
ing cause.
