Abandoned, unowned cats live in all areas of our community.  Feral, un-

owned, or community cats begin the predictable cycle of becoming     

pregnant, giving birth and becoming pregnant again. During kitten season, 

the number of kittens found abandoned and at risk increases                 

dramatically. Sheltering Hands is working hard to end this tragic cycle 

with our Community Cats Program, designed to help control cat           

overpopulation, specifically in the feral cat segment.  The Community Cats 

Program officially began on January 1, 2012.  Our Community Cats        

Program is headquartered at our surgical center on Highway 27 in Fellow-

ship (Ocala).  Trap/Neuter/Return surgery is performed there, along with 

training for our colony caregivers.  The training is designed to familiarize 

participants with program procedures and covers topics such as: 1) What 

is TNR, 2) Zoonotic diseases, 3) Trapping and transporting cats to our     

facility, 4) Public Relations, issues with neighbors, mediation and problem 

solving.  Informative video presentations are shown and questions are 

addressed regarding specific colony issues. 

Documentation is key to our work and allows Sheltering Hands to assist if 

a cat is found out of its colony area, brought to Animal Control, or other 

issues occur.  At the time of surgery, a medical record is created on each 

cat containing a photo ID of the cat, micro-chip number, vaccinations, 

medical issues observed, and other pertinent information.  A copy of this 

information is provided to the caregiver for their files.

Often people know what breed and gender cat they wish to adopt.  How-

ever, it is very important to think about the personality traits you want in 

your new pet.  Soft and cuddly?  High energy?  Talkative? 

A high energy kitten that needs lots of playtime and supervision might not 

be the right fit if you are working a lot of hours or have lots of demands 

on your time.  An adult or senior cat might be a better fit .  

Adoption coordinators spend time with the cats and kittens in their care 

and they do their best to place the right cat or kitten in your home.   

When bringing home your new pet, it is important to have food and water 

bowls, food, litter box and toys.  It is preferable to have some of the same 

food they were eating prior to adoption to avoid upset  stomachs.
